Horry County Fire Rescue Awarded Second Grant in Two Weeks
Conway, S.C. (Wednesday, March 23, 2011, 2:00 p.m.) –  Horry County Fire Rescue announced that it has been awarded an additional  $261,198.00  grant, under the Fiscal Year 2010 Assistance to Firefighters Grant (AFG), from the Federal Government. The AFG grant is administered by the Department of Homeland Security's Federal Emergency Management Agency along with the U.S. Fire Administration. 

“We could not be more pleased to be receiving our second grant in less than a two week period,” said Garry Alderman, fire chief of Horry County Fire Rescue. “Between the SAFER grant and now the AFG grant we will be able to face tough, economic times and still continue to improve the emergency response capabilities, so we can continue to protect the citizens of Horry County.”
The primary goal of the AFG is to meet the firefighting and emergency response needs of fire departments and nonaffiliated emergency medical services organizations. AFG has helped firefighters and other first responders to obtain critically needed equipment, protective gear, emergency vehicles, training, and other resources needed to protect the public and emergency personnel from fire and related hazards. The Grant Programs Directorate of the Federal Emergency Management Agency administers the grants in cooperation with the U.S. Fire Administration.
