HCFR VEHICLE UTILIZATION

Purpose of this Standard

To establish a policy and procedure for the utilization of HCFR vehicles for authorized HCFR Supervisory personnel while on duty or on-call.

1. DEFINITIONS:

a. Non-ambulance/apparatus HCFR vehicles (sedans, 4-wheel drive, etc.) are primarily for HCFR administrative personnel to utilize while on duty to perform their respective duties within the county.

b. All Command Staff are authorized to drive a vehicle during actual duty hours anywhere in the county deemed necessary in accordance with County policy.

c. HCFR Supervisory personnel and other HCFR personnel are authorized to drive vehicles in and outside of Horry County to attend HCFR related meetings, seminars, training classes, etc., with prior approval of the Chief or the Assistant Chiefs.

d. Non-county employees may ride in these vehicles provided that the operator (county employee) advises all riders that they are not covered under the county's liability plan and that they abide by all rules governing county vehicles including wearing safety belts.

e. Employees and members must adhere to the Horry County Vehicle Utilization Policy.
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
